In 1990, a small “9” was added to moulds to show decade of the 90s.

The highly skilled handler attaches the handle with a stamp engraved with his personal mark.
The design of the mark is his alone. Thus, each Fenton basket is personally signed and
can always be traced back to the craftsman who created it.
